AHS Survey:

As stated in last month’s newsletter, some of the issues brought out in the survey will be answered throughout the next few months.
· “It would be helpful to have assistance with “at-risk” students before their senior year so they have time to remediate.  Remediation with the same instructor who taught a student who failed their class is not remediation.  It could be that the child does not learn by the teaching method utilized by that particular instructor.”
We have addressed both issues brought forth by this stakeholder.  We are beginning a program now to be pro-active with students in our 9th and 10th grades who have shown weaknesses on former assessments like the SAT-10 and ARMT and/or who are struggling in a core subject.  The new “remediation/enrichment” block was designed to take care of our issues ahead of time so students are better prepared for tests and not have too much time taken away from their core classes.  The second issue brought up by this stakeholder is also being addressed.  Yes, teachers certified in a particular area must be the ones to do the remediation.  Some times that means that a student may have to have a teacher do remediation with them after they have failed their class.  However, our remediation schedule allows students to have a different teacher do their remediation each nine weeks.  For example, if a student needed Social Studies remediation at the beginning of this school year they would have had Mrs. Butts 1st nine weeks and Mr. Murphree 2nd nine weeks.  If they needed additional remediation this semester, they would have Coach Johnson the 3rd nine weeks and Coach Beason the 4th nine weeks.  We are attempting to give our students every opportunity to have a variety of teachers and a variety of instructional strategies in order to become more prepared academically.

Remediation/Enrichment/Tutoring:

For the second semester, we have new remediation and enrichment classes.

Remediation:

Reading/Language Remediation – Students in 9th and 10th grade who showed areas of concern on their SAT-10 or ARMT in reading will have Mrs. Chance and Mr. Bishop for remediation this semester.

Math Remediation – Students who have taken the AHSGE and not mastered the mathematics portion of the test or those students who are having trouble in their core classes will have remediation with Mrs. Gibson the 3rd nine weeks.  Students in 9th grade who showed areas of concern on their SAT-10 or ARMT will take math remediation the 4th nine weeks with Mrs. Gibson.
Social Studies Remediation – Students who have not mastered the social studies portion of the AHSGE and who have not already had two sessions of remediation during the first semester will have Coach Johnson the 3rd nine weeks and Coach Beason the 4th nine weeks for remediation.

Enrichment:
Enrichment courses for this semester include:  scrapbooking/crafts, knitting/cross-stitching, fitness class using the Wii, board games, Scholar’s Bowl Team, yearbook, study hall, and sports workouts for softball, basketball, and baseball.

Tutoring:

The school’s math club is providing free tutoring each Tuesday and Thursday afternoon for an hour.
